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PREAMBLE

Mr. Speaker, Sir

This is the First Supplementary Estimates submitted by the County Treasury for the
Financial Year 2®0/21. The Supplementary are submitted in accordance to Section 135
of the PFM Act, 2012 which thus states:

(1) A county government may spend money that has not been appropriated if the
amount appropriated for any purpose under the County Appropriation Act iIs
insufficient or a need has arisen for expenditure for a purpose for which no amount
has been appropriated by that Act, or money has been withdrawn from the county
government Emergency Fund.

(2) A county government shall submit a supplementary budget in support of the
additional expenditure for authority for spending under subsection (1).

(3) In complying with subsection (2), a county government shall describe how the
additional expenditure relates to the fiscal responsibility principles and financial
objectives.

(4) Except as provided by subsection (5), the approval of the county assembly for
any spending under this section shall be sought within two months after the first
withdrawal of the money.

(5) If the county assembly is not sitting during the time contemplated in subsection
(4), or is sitting but adjourns before approval has been sought, approval shall be
sought within fourteen days after it next sits.

(6) When the county assembly has approved spending under subsection (2), a
supplementary Appropriation Bill shall be introduced for the appropriation of the
money spent.

(7) In any financial year, the county government may not spend under this section
more than ten percent of the amount appropriated by the county assembly for that
year unless that county assembly has, in special circumstances, approved a higher
percentage.

Further, Standing Order No. 215 of our County Assembly Standing Orders provides for
the procedures of handling the Supplementary Estimates and in particular, Sub-
paragraphs (1), (2) and (3) state as follows;
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(1) The County Government shall submit to County Assembly for approval, a
supplementary budget in support of money spent under section 135 of the PFM
Act, 2012 (2) The supplementary budget shall include a statement showing how

the additional expenditure relates to the fiscal responsibility principles and financial
objectives.

(3) Paragraphs (3) and (4), of Standing Order 212(Procedure in Committee of
Supply) shall with the necessary modifications, apply to Supplementary Estimates.

PART A: RATIONALE FOR THE SUPPLEMENTARY BUDGET

2.0 BASIS FOR THE FIRST SUPPLEMENTARY ESTIMATES

2.1 Introduction

The first 2020/2021 Supplementary Budget has taken into consideration the following

two areas being revenue and expenditure adjustments as follows;

2.2 Revenue adjustments

Reduction in opening balances from Ksh.1302,196,805 (This is comprised of unspent
balance of Kshs 1,058,469,505 and Ksh.243,727,300 unspent conditional grants) to
Kshs 855,779,664 resulting into a net reduction of Kshs 446,417,141.

The net deficit of Kshs446,417,141 will result in cutting down of certain expenditures for
Nyamira to realize a balanced budgetin accordance with Section 131 of the Public Finance
Management Act (2012). This shall be broadly demonstrated in Part C of this report and

in the notes at the tail end of this report .

2.3 Expenditure adjustments

Payment of the pending bills and obligations ascertained at Kshs 319,099,831. The extra
pending bills and obligations of Kshs 3,749,492 outside 315,530,339 is due to revenue
shortfall which will be factored in the currently appropriated equitable share and local

revenue.

2.4 Guidelines for the budget revision

1 Fiscal responsibility principles such as development ratio to recurrent of 30% to 70%
are observed.

Overall, the Committee resolved to adopt the resolutions of the Ad -Hoc Committee that was
formed to harmonize proposals contained in the County First Supplementary Estimates for FY:
2020/21. The Ad-Hoc Committee computed the ideal budget needs vis a vis the available
resources and arrived at a net deficit of Kshs.558,323,096 and resolved to largely uphold
the Budget as originally approved with minimal changes as will be demonstrated below.

iii) Kshs. 10Million from the Disability Fund under the Department of Sports, Gender,
Culture and Social Services

iv) Kshs. 20Million from the County Assembly Community Social Responsibility Fundhas
been reallocated to the department of Health Services

v) Kshs. 10Million from the County Assembly Car Loan & Mortgage Fund
